Life of Pi Project

For this novel you will be creating a children’s illustrated book. You will need to illustrate your book and bind it in some way. You might use cardboard and yarn, you may take it to Staples and have it bound, but you need to create a cover of some sort and bind it along one edge. All the illustrations will therefore need to be on the page either landscape format or portrait. You won’t be able to mix the two formats. 

Part I – Pick the eight most important chapters and choose a quote from each of those chapters that best exemplifies that chapter. Illustrate that quote and write the quote on the page somewhere. 

Part II – Pick the fourteen most important chapters and choose a quote from each of those chapters that best exemplifies that chapter. Illustrate that quote and write the quote on the page somewhere. 

Part III – Pick the three most important chapters and choose a quote from each of those chapters that best exemplifies that chapter. Illustrate that quote and write the quote on the page somewhere. 

When you finish you should have an illustrated book of 25 pages. You may have more pages if you need, but you may not have fewer than 8 pages for Part I, 14 pages for Part II and 3 pages for Part III. Each part may have more, but no part may have less for full credit. 

You will be graded on the creative quality of your illustrations, how well the quotes you choose best exemplifies that chapter, and how well your book adheres overall to the actual novel. In other words, if the reader depended solely on YOUR interpretation of the book, would s/he understand the key elements of the novel and get a decent summary of the book.
